 Form Level 3   (Word)  or (PDF)  

¶ Submit this to your local Extension office   

 by the locally established date.  

¶ Extension regions will review written appli -

cations and interview applicants.  

¶ Eight or 30% of the total applications submit-

ted for regional review may be forwarded onto the 

state 4 -H office prior to April 1.  

¶ Written applications are reviewed at the state 

level.  

¶ The top 35 to 40 applicants are invited to in-

terview during State 4 -H Congress.  

¶ Up to 30 young people are selected for Na-

tional 4 -H Congress.

Farm Loans Available  

The Farm Service Agency offers a variety of farm 
loan programs. One program offered by FSA is the 
Youth Project Loan. FSA makes loans of up to 
$5,000 to individual rural youths to establish and op-
erate in-come-producing projects of modest size and 
in connection with their participation in 4-H clubs, 
FFA and similar organizations. Each project must be 
part of an organized, supervised program of work. It 
must be planned and operated with the help of the 
organization advisor, produce sufficient income to 
repay the loan, and provide youth with practical busi-
ness and educational experience. These loans may 
be used to (1) buy livestock, equipment, and sup-
plies; (2) buy, rent or repair tools and equipment; 
and (3) pay operating expenses for running the pro-
ject. Contact your local FSA office for eligibility re-
quirements and additional information. All loan pro-
grams of the Farm Service Agency are conducted 
on a non-discriminatory basis.
