4-H Council

The 4-H council serves as the policy making body for the Platte County 4-H program. Events and activities
are planned, monitored, and/or carried out through the Council.

Meetings are held the 3™ Thursday of each month at 7:00 p.m., except in July and December or as decided
by Council at previous meeting.

Each club has 2 votes, but any number of members, parents, or volunteers can attend the council meetings.
Club representatives are approved by their club; it is expected that at least one (1) be a
4-H member. Officers are elected in January and installed in February, for a one-year term.

Council Officer roles are shared by an adult and youth or 2 youth.

Council minutes will be in the Newsletter, as written by the council secretary. 4-H families are
expected to read the minutes and share ideas with their club representatives. It is the clubs’
Council representatives’ responsibility to discuss the issues currently before the Council and to
report back at their next club meeting.




4-H Year Completion Requirements

Members

To successfully complete the 4-H year, a 4-H club

member must:

1. Complete the enroliment form and turn it into
the club leader at or before the December club
meeting. (Member enroliment forms & State
dues of $12 per member are due into 4-H/
Extension office by January 1st).

2. Pay enrollment fee(s) to club.

3. Attend a majority of monthly club meetings
(starting September 1° for returning members
and month of enroliment for new members).

4. Complete at least one project. (Work at least 6
hours on your own, with parents, or other vol-
unteers).

5. Exhibit at least one item at the county fair
(Members are encouraged to exhibit 4 or
more items, in each of their projects.).

| ndependent Members

(Independent members are not affiliated with a

club, but adhere to all county deadlines and rules,

as well as the following).

To enroll and complete the year, Independent

members must:

1. Complete enroliment form, develop and submit
a plan to the 4-H Council, before the January
Council meeting.

2. Pay statewide enroliment fee and insurance

3. Member must perform two leadership or
community service projects.

4. Must support and be involved in a county fund
raiser.

5. Must present a project report or demonstration
to a Platte County 4-H club, 4-H council, or
project group during the current 4-H year.

6. Submit a report to 4-H Council by their June
Meeting (should include details of their
community service and /or leadership projects
and information about their project
presentation). This is required to be able to
show at the County 4-H Fair.

7. Exhibit at the county fair in the 4-H level

Associate Members

(Those enrolling after January 1st )

Youth can enroll in Platte County 4-H after
January 1% by filling out the enrollment form,
paying the state fee plus insurance, and signing a
Platte County Associate Member Form. Associate
members can attend club meetings and county-
wide events, but cannot compete in state contests,
or have exhibits selected for State Fair.

This will not count as a year of membership.

LEADER Completion Requirements

4-H Leader Recognition is presented to teens and

adult volunteers who:

1. Fill out an enroliment form, get approval notice
from Missouri 4-H and attend certification ses-
sion.

2. Teach project or activity to non family youth and
provide 6 or more hours of instruction. OR serve
as club leader.

3. Turn in project attendance and completion form
to club secretary or 4-H office.

4. Are listed in a club secretary book(s), or on
County Level, as having completed leadership
role with youth outside of own family.

Volunteers earn special certificates, pins and

awards for every 5 years of leadership. [See the
