Quality όάQέύ Tip Series: Q-Tip #18 Active Engagement Activity

Missouri 4-H is interested in making the best better – in our youth, our leaders and our programs. An ongoing pro-

gram improvement process called άQuality Matters in 4-Hέ is underway in Missouri. The Quality or άQ-Tipέ series in-

cludes short, research-based tips to help youth and adult leaders be more intentional about planning 4-H club 

meetings and other events where members feel safe, supported and engaged in fun, interactive activities. 

In Q-Tip #17 we learned strategies that promote active youth engagement. 

Today we will provide an activity for youth to recognize their active involvement and provide opportunity to discuss 

what they experienced.  

Active Engagement Activity – пр minutes  

Setup  

ω Arrange furniture for pairs or small groups.  

ω Put workshop title on an easel or dry erase board. Below, list the elements of the Session Plan.  

ω On a large sheet of paper, draw a large hand print and post it to the wall. Be sure you have more large sheets of pa-

per and markers for the activity.  

ω On a large sheet of paper, write άTop Ten List for Actively Engaging Youths.έ  

ω Write each indicator for the YPQA Item: Active Engagement and post them on the wall for reference during activity.  

Remarks and introductions 

Welcome attendees by name (if possible) as they arrive for session. (Re)acquaint the group with the YPQA Item and 

specific indicators the session will address (Supportive Environment: Activities support active engagement). Ask par-

ticipants why hands-on activities work so well in engaging youths? Write their ideas inside the large hand print on the 

easel or dry erase board. Supplement from your own experience.  

Activity  

Ask: Line up against a wall based on how many years you have been in the field of youth development. Break group at 

midway point in line and match up the most veteran with the last person in the professionally άyoungerέ group. Have 

pairs work together to generate their best ideas in response to this: Identify a few examples of your best workΧ times 

when youths were highly engaged in an activity? List each idea on a large sheet of paper. Have the pairs choose their 

best, most unique and potentially the most useful idea to the group. Give them 10 minutes to creatively άtell the sto-

ryέ of that activity from a youth perspective. Instruct them to illustrate not only the activity but the youth reaction.
