SHOOTING SPORTS

JUNE---Shooting Sports will meet Saturday, June 6th at the fairgrounds in Richmond at 8:30AM.

If you are short qualifying hours you need to contact your shooting sports discipline leader or Shelly Hoskins to see about make up hours.  
JULY---Ray County Shooting Sports will not meet on July 4th due to that being July 4th weekend.  

For fair---everyone must turn in your shooting sports discipline hours sheet when you make entry for the fair--if no hour sheets turned in, you cannot shoot.  Entry deadline is July 1st.

Demonstrations & Public Speaking and Fashion Revue entry deadline is: June 15th.  Enclosed you will find the demonstration & fashion revue entry form.  

July 1st is the deadline for all other entries.  
Fair time is here!  Ray County 4-H hopes that you have fun at the fair events.

FAIR ELIGIBILITY


Please check with your club leader to verify that you are a member of good standing, so you are eligible to participate in 4-H events at the Ray County Fair.  
FAIR TAGS

Be sure to get your member id number from 

your club leader that you will need on the exhibit tag, they will also be posted at Eagleton in the hallway on 4-H Exhibit Day.  All 4-H members, including Clover Kids, will use the same exhibit tag. 
FAIR PRE-ENTRY FORM


New this year!  Attached you will find the “Ray County Fair Pre-Entry Form” that each 4-H member must complete and turn it in to the extension office by June 24th.  You will list each project with what you are showing on the form.  You may need to use more than one form depending on the number of projects that you are exhibiting. The only projects that can be listed with an unknown description is: breads, foods, gardening & horticulture.  This will assist us in trying to have judges in the right areas.
ACHIEVEMENT DAY

4-H exhibits will be judged Monday, 
July 13th.  Club entry times are: 

 9:00 am---Dale-Patton, Guys & Gals, Busy Bees; 

10:00 am--- Lawson, Millville, Clever Clovers; 

11:00 am--- Central, Orrick & Olde Tyme. 

 
At this time, you will do “conference judging” with a judge about how you completed your projects.  


For photography, posters, educational displays, entomology, working models and decorated cakes---please check pages 5-7 of the Fairbook for specific guidelines because this is what will be followed for state fair selection.    
HAMS


4-H members that have “country cured hams”----if your ham is at Nadler’s you will need to pick it up by July 10th and they close at 4pm.   Hams must be checked in by 2 pm on Monday, July 13th. 
HAM & LIVESTOCK AUCTIONS

As a 4-H member of a ham or livestock project you have a chance to have it in the auction.  Hopefully you have contacted potential buyers—if not, now is the time to do so and just ask them to support the auction.  It is your responsibility to make the contacts with potential buyers! 

After the auction, you need to go to the individual/business that purchased your ham or animal and “thank them for their support”. 
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STATE FAIR ENTRIES

All Missouri State Fair entries are due by July 1st.  Due to the limited number of stalls & pens, entries in the State Fair 4-H/FFA Horse Show and the 4-H Poultry Show are on mail arrival basis.  So the sooner you can get entries in the better! 
Check out www.mostatefair.com this website has all you ever want to know about the State Fair. Deadline for registration forms is postmarked on or before July 1st. All 4-H entry forms MUST be signed by the Extension Specialist. You must use the PDF fillable web form, print it out and come into the office and have it signed, or you can call and we will send you a signed form in the mail for you to fill in by hand. 

If you are a competitive exhibitor, you need to act now by previewing the Premium Guide on the fair’s website. Follow these steps to complete entry forms on-line: 

1. Go to www.mostatefair.com for entry information. 

2. Click on Competitions to find the Premium Guide. 

3. Select the category you want to enter. 

4. Find all the rules and schedules. 
5. Download entry forms.

6. Fill out forms, print, bring in to get Youth Specialist signature, and send with entry fee to the fair. 

Daily discounted exhibitor admission tickets are back again this year & available to all competitive entrants for $4 each. Tickets can be purchased through August 12 from the MSF business office and will not be available at the gate. Each exhibitor can purchase up to 40 tickets; admission is free for exhibitors age 12 and under and so these exhibitors do not need admission tickets. 
STATE FAIR EXHIBITS


All 4-H exhibits selected for the Missouri State Fair will need to be at the extension office in Richmond by Friday, August 7th, by 11:30 a.m.
NOTE: Large items will need to be transported both ways by your family; if you choose to have it on display at the MO State Fair OR a photo of it can be on display while it is in Eagleton.
CLOVER KIDS DAY

A special day for Clover Kids has been planned for Sunday, August 16th in the 4-H Building at the MO State Fair from 9am-3pm.  Clover Kids have the opportunity to: exhibit one item; receive a State Fair participation ribbon; give a demonstration--you sign up that day; participate in arts/crafts & other fun!
MORE FUN IN SCIENCE 
MU Extension 4-H is co-sponsoring the three-day MOre Fun in Science event, August 20-22 at the State Fair. Plan to be at the fair for Show-Me Robots, August 20th, where Lowell Mohler Assembly Hall will be full of exhibits, robot demonstrations, competitions and hands-on robot activities.  4-H members also can help set a world record at the “Mentos Soda Launch” at 2 p.m. in the grandstand infield, Aug. 22. The goal is to create 2,500 fountains by dropping Mentos into soda. And while you’re at the fair, be sure to stop by the 4-H Building to find your exhibits and watch some demonstrations.
