4-H Camp

This is a reminder that St. Charles County 4-H Camp will be held June

Judging and Achievement Day

As we have been mentioning in past newsletters and Council meetings,
the format for Judging & Achievement Day changed this year. Here is
the schedule of activities so that you can get them on your calendars:

April 4 — Judging Classes
May 30 — Fashion revue
June 9 — Demonstrations and Public Speaking
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Show Me Quality Assurance Workshops

All 4-H members enrolled in a food animal project
(including beef, swine, sheep, dairy cattle, meat and dairy
goats, rabbits, and poultry) must complete the appropriate
level of the Show Me Quality Assurance certification in
order to be in good standing in the project and be eligible to
show at the county fair and State fair. There atre three levels
exhibitors will progress through:

1. SMQA Qualified to Show — means that the
member has participated in the Show Me Quality Assurance
training within the 4-H program year. Each first time par-
ticipant will receive a SMQA card that will indicate they are
qualified to show for that specific year.

2. SMQA Conditional Certified — This indicates
that the member, under age 14, has participated in two con-
secutive years of training. Once they obtain a conditional
status they are eligible to show until a refresher course is
needed when they turn 14 by January 1 of the program year.

3. SMQA Certified to Show — Upon completion
of the refresher course after they are 14, they will be SMQA
certified for the remainder of their youth exhibition career
in 4-H.

Please note: If you start your show career at age 14, you
must attend two consecutive years of training and will then
attain SMQA certified to show status.

If you attended a PQA workshop or SMQA workshop in
past years, and you are unsure of your status, contact the
Extension office. Ken Bolte, Agri Business/Livestock
Specialist in Franklin County, will present two Show Me
Quality Assurance Certification workshops for our county;
one on April 14 beginning at 7:00 p.m. and one on May 7
beginning at 7:00 p.m. These workshops will be held at the
St. Chatles County Extension Center and are open to any
4-H member enrolled in beef, swine, sheep, dairy cattle,
meat and dairy goats, rabbits, and poultry. Please RSVP by
calling the Extension Center, 970-3000, by April 10 for the
April workshop and by May 1 if you plan to attend the May
workshop. It is important that you call so that we know
how many to expect. You can also complete the SMQA
class on line, print off the certificate after you successfully
complete the quiz at the end, and bring it to the Extension
Office for me to verify and sign. The online tutorial is avail-
able at www.agebb.missouri.edu/smqga It is strongly rec-
ommended that you attend at least one face to face
workshop and not do all of your training on line.

Market Lamb Weigh-In

This is a reminder that there will be a mandatory market
lamb weigh-in and ear tagging held May 2 from 9:00 a.m.
until 11:00 a.m. at the St. Charles County Fairgrounds lo-
cated in Rotary Park, Wentzville. Market lambs must be at

the weigh-in and receive an ear tag in order for the 4-H
member to show at the county fair in July. Exhibitors may
tag up to four market lambs, however only two may be
shown. Contact Ray Reininger if you have questions. All
sheep project leaders are asked to help with the weigh-in.

Nose Printing Required For Market Lambs and
Meat Goats

If you are planning on taking your market lambs or a meat
goat to State Fair and want them to be eligible for Breed
Champion or Grand Champion, you must have a readable
nose print for each lamb or goat and the nose print card
must be certified and signed by an Extension 4-H staff per-
son. Nose printing of market lambs & meat goats will be
done at the market lamb weigh-in May 2. Note: Goats will
not be part of the weigh-in, only nose printing.

Scrapie Tags for Sheep & Goats

All sheep and goats, including wethers (castrated males)
must have Scrapie Tags. The exact wording from the Mis-
souri Department of Agriculture regarding this requirement
is as follows: All sheep, including wethers, must be accom-
panied by a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection or a paper
copy of an electronic Certificate of Veterinary Inspection
showing official identification (ear tag, electronic implant or
registration tattoo) as defined in Part 79 of the Code of
Federal Regulations. If electronic implants are used for
identification, owner/manager must provide electronic im-
plant reader.

Horse Enroliment Forms

This is a reminder to all horsemanship members that in
addition to being enrolled in the 4-H horse project, you
must also complete a Project Horse Enrollment Form by
May 1. You should keep one copy with you and submit a
copy to the Extension Center. If you do
not have this horse enrollment form
completed, you may not be permitted to ’%
participate in the various horse shows

offered in the state. If you plan to show
at the State 4-H Horse Show, you must
have this form completed and in your
possession. You must also have proof of
a negative Coggins test. If you don’t have one of these en-
rollment forms, contact the Extension Center or visit the

Seed Sprouts: Does Light Make a Difference?
Materials

Sandwich bags

Paper Towels

Navy beans

Permanent market

Sprayer or mist bottle with water

w W W W W

Directions

Give each child two bags, two paper towels, and six to eight navy beans. Help them label their bags. Label one bag “with
light” and label the other bag “without light.” Fold the paper towels to fit inside each bag. Spray with water until the paper
towels are saturated. Place several seeds in each bag. Seal the bags. Ask the children to take the bags home; tape one to a
window and put the other one in a closet or somewhere with no light. Keep the paper towels damp. Check on the seeds
daily. What happens?

Related Activity
Take the children on a walk. Look under rocks or logs for seeds that have sprouted without the help of sunlight. What do
they look like? What do you think will happen if they are kept in the sun?
