If you are unable to attend this workshop, you can also 

complete the SMQA class on line, print off the certificate 

after you successfully complete the quiz at the end, and 

bring it to the Extension Office for me to verify and sign.

Public Speaking 

The county public speaking contest will be held 

June 9 at the Extension Center. Participants 

must call the Extension office by June 1 and 

schedule a time for their speech between 

1:00 and 7:00 p.m. Youth may participate in 

either the prepared speaking category, extemporaneous 

speaking category, or technology assisted speaking category. 

For the prepared speech contest, speeches may be on any 

topic the participant chooses, but must be prepared specifi-

cally for the 4-H Public Speaking Contest.  Prepared 

speeches should be 3 to 5 minutes for juniors (8-13) and 5 

to 7 minutes for seniors (14-18). For the extemporaneous 

speeches, contestants will be given ten minutes to prepare 

for a three-minute speech. Contestants will draw a topic the 

day of the contest from topics related to 4-H. Technology 

assisted speeches are subject to the same rules and guide-

lines as prepared speeches, but allow for the use of presen-

tation software (such as PowerPoint). Visit the State 4-H

Soda Stand 

Each club is asked to have the number of 

workers indicated in the schedule and 

should include adult workers on each shift.

Fair Gate and Admissions 

Each club has been assigned one or more shifts and the 

number of workers needed is indicated. Each shift needs at 

least 2 adults and 4-H members 14 years of age or older. 

The more adults, the better. There is a chairperson for all 

hours that will give instructions to the workers. All workers 

should report to the main gate 15 minutes before their shift 

begins. Some shift schedules have an overlap time period 

due to the heavy flow of traffic at that time. Workers will 

sell tickets, check and/or sell season passes and stamp 

people who go in and out.
