This is a reminder that all 4-H volunteers must complete the volunteer 

orientation. This is a one time requirement so if you 

have already completed orientation, you do not have 

to do it again. You can do this on line. Here are the 

log in instructions: 1. Log on at: http://

blackboard.missouri.edu; 2. Select the Login button 

on the left side of your screen; 3. Type this username: 

_kids; 4. Type this password: volunteer; 5. Select 

Login; 6. Select [YES] whenever the security system 

message asks if you want to display non-secure items; 

7. Select Online 4-H Volunteer Orientation link on left side of your 

screen. Please note:  It is important for volunteers to complete the 

volunteer application and submit it to our office first, before going 

on line to do the orientation. We need to enter the volunteer into the 

data base so that they can get credit for completing the orientation.

Members still need to be in good standing in their clubs and in 

their projects in order to participate in county and state events including 

the County Fair and State Fair. It will be the responsibility of individual 

clubs to enforce this requirement. Refer to the 4-H Clover on page 8 re-

garding “being in good standing” and “completing a year of 4-H” 

If club leaders have not completed a 4-H Name and Emblem Request 

(formally transmittal letter A) for this year, please do so and turn it in 

with your enrollments. Submit a check, made payable to St. Charles 

County Extension Council, for the $8.00 per member enrollment fee. 

Enrollments will not be entered into the computer without payment. The 

4-H Council is paying for the accident insurance for both leaders and 

members.

Trip Scholarship Applications 

In an effort to simplify the process to apply for 4-H Coun-

cil trip scholarships, Council approved the recommendation 

of the finance committee to now use the St. Charles County 

Report form along with a cover sheet for you to check 

which trips you wish to apply for. You will only have to 

complete one report form and cover sheet for all of the 

trips. If you already do report forms for recognition awards, 

just make a copy of that form and submit it along with the 

cover sheet. Many of you complete multiple report forms 

for projects that you are enrolled in. You only need to sub-

mit one of those forms to apply for trip scholarships. This 

new trip application will be due December 1 for any mem-

ber interested in the Kansas City Global Conference, since 

registration for that trip is required early in December. The 

trip scholarship application will be due February 1 for all 

other trips. The Teen Conference trip application will not 

change, since that already was revised and made shorter a 

few years ago. 

Kansas City 4-H Global Conference 

The Kansas City 4-H Global Conference will be held 

March 17-20, 2010. The conference provides opportunities 

for youth to explore careers, technology, environment and 

cultural diversity in a global society. Tours, workshops, ser-

vice learning opportunities, cultural events, and keynote 

speakers are featured. Youth must be 15 or older (as of  

December 31, 2009) to participate and only those attending 

for the first or second time are eligible to register. The 4-H 

Council will offer scholarships for two 4-H members to 

attend the conference. If you wish to apply for the council 

scholarship, submit a trip scholarship appli-

cation (see above) along with the registration 

for the Conference by December 1. For

MFA Saddle Award 

Each spring, MFA donates a western saddle to a Missouri

This is as a reminder that the Missouri Department of Agri-

culture Building Our American Communities Grant appli-

cations must be postmarked by December 4. Applications 

National 4-H Congress 

If you are interested in applying for the 2010 National 4-H 

Congress, you must complete the Missouri Recognition 

Form Level 3. Applicants for this trip must be 14 or older as 

of December 31, 2009. These forms will be judged on a re-

gional level and each region will be eligible to send 8 applica-

tions or 30% of the total applications (whichever is greater) 

submitted to the region for judging. The forms will then be 

screened at the state level and the top 35 to 40 applicants 

will be called in for interviews. 

Delegates selected for this trip will 

be required to pay part of the cost.

Regional Representatives Wanted 

The Missouri State 4-H Council is an elected body of 4-H 

youth who serve one year. Council members help plan and 

carry out State 4-H Congress and State 4-H Teen Confer-

ence. They meet 5 to 6 times a year. Three 4-H members 

from each region are elected to the State 4-H Council at 

State 4-H Congress in the summer, however the process 

starts now. Youth who wish to become a Regional Repre-

sentative must submit an application form and letter to the 

Extension Center no later than January 12th. You must 

be age 14ð17 as of December 31, 2009 to apply. Contact 

John for an application if you are interested. You will be 

called in for an interview at a later date. 

State 4-H Teen Conference 

This is a reminder that the State 4-H Teen Conference will 

be held February 6 - 7, 2010 at the Stoney Creek Inn in  

Columbia, MO. The conference will provide leadership and 

learning experiences for 4-H youth, provide opportunities 

for 4-H youth from across Missouri to meet other teens, and 

introduce 11 to 13 year old teens to 4-H conferences and 

trips. Conference activities include workshops, assemblies, a 

banquet, and recreation events. Teen conference is open to 

youth ages 11 to 13 as of December 31, 2009. The fee is 

$129.00. The St. Charles County 4-H Council provides full 

scholarships for up to four teens to attend this conference. 

To apply for one of these scholarships, you must complete a 

Teen Conference trip application and return it to the Exten-

sion Center no later than November 15. The application is

Apple Tasting Testing 

Supplies 

 ̧ 6 different apple varieties (Tart varieties include McIntosh, Jonathon, Em-

pire, Ida Red, Granny Smith and Braeburn; sweeter varieties: Red Deli-

cious, Winesap, Fuji, Gala, Jonagold and Golden Delicious) 

 ̧ Knife 

 ̧ paper plates 

 ̧ pencils 

Directions 

1. Wash each apple. Cut the apples so that each child has one slice of each variety. Assign each variety a number. 

2. Give each child a paper plate and pencil. Children should number their plates like the face of a clock. 

3. Give each child a slice of each variety and tell them to put the slice at the corresponding number of on the plate. 

4. Ask the children to taste each slice one at a time. Help them describe the taste. Is it sweet? Sour? Juicy? Dry? Soft? 

Crunchy? Mushy? Crisp? How many like the taste? How many dislike the taste? 

5. Repeat the questions for each apple slice. 

6. After all apples have been tasted, tally up the likes and dislike to learn which apples are preferred. 
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
