There are four major criteria sections; leadership, commu-

nity service, project excellence, and personal growth. There 

is a medallion awarded to the 4-H member upon 

completion of each criteria. When all four criteria 

sections are completed, the 4-H member will 

receive the Missouri 4-H Key Award. It is ex-

pected that it may take more than one year to 

complete all four criteria sections. Key Award 

applications are due November 1. Please remem-

ber that you do not have to have all criteria sections com-

pleted in one year.

Write down the names of household appliances and machinery (one per card):  blender, dishwater, dryer, washing ma-

chine, vacuum cleaner, lawn mower, hair dryer, electric can opener, coffee maker, electric saw, power drill, etc.  Partici-

pants sit in a circle and the cards are placed face down in the center of the group.  Once youth selects the top card.  Using 

both body movements and vocal sounds the youth acts out the movements of the machine.  The others must guess the 

machine.  The person who guesses correctly gets to choose the next card to act out.  Coordination, imagination, and a lot 

of endurance is helpful to excel in this activity!
