How do I sign up for  

4-H Camp? 

Complete the attached registration and health 
forms. Make your check payable to Ste. Gene-
vieve County Extension Office. Ask your youth 
staff if you are eligible for a scholarship to help 
with the fee. If you are applying to be a coun-
selor, read the Counselor Handbook and fill 
out application then return to your Extension 
office. Check for deadlines!  

Where is 4-H Camp? 

Tri-County 4-H’ers camp at Camp Butterfly located off Hwy F in 
Ste. Genevieve County. Detailed directions will be sent after we 
receive your registration.  4-H members stay in 4 –6 person cabins. 
Younger members will have counselors assigned to the cabin with 
them.    

What do I need to 

bring to 4-H Camp? 

A blanket & sheet or sleeping bag  
& pillow. At least 5-6 changes of  
clothing including comfortable shoes, 
sportswear (at least one pair of long pants), 
multiple swimsuits, towels, washcloths, 
soap, toiletries, flashlight, bug spray, jacket 
or sweater. Shoes must be closed-toe. 
Bring plenty of sunscreen. Donôt bring ex-
pensive items to camp or things you 
would not want to lose.

4-H Youth staff develop a program for campers, teach camp coun-
selors how to work with young children & provide special events.  
4-H staff & volunteers will be at camp to facilitate the camp experi-
ence. Counselors & staff work hard to make sure all campers have 
a special & memorable time at camp.

Coverage extends only to  
accidents & illnesses originating at camp.  
Pre-existing illness is not covered. A nurse is 
available at camp 24 hours a day.

Medical Information for Parents 
There will be a nurse at each camp. All prescription medications and over-the-counter medications are collected and given by 
the camp nurse and MUST be in original bottles with labels and dispensing instructions. Any child requiring injections should 
provide medications, syringes and written instructions signed by physicians. Please send written instructions with any over-the-
counter medication with the child if the treatment differs from the label. 
 
Camp will have certain basic over-the-counter medications. The majority of children seen by the nurse require no more than 
basic first aid or treatment you provide for your child at home. Common problems the children have are headaches and stom-
ach aches. Listed below are medications that will be stocked in the camp nurse’s station: 
 
 Acetaminophen Antihistamine Ibuprofen Calamine Lotion  
 Antibiotic Ointment Maalox Plus TUMS Robitussin Cough Syrup 
 
If you wish to have the nurse dispense any of these medications instead of sending these from home, please complete the 
form below for dispensing over-the-counter medications.
