Local Clubs Receive Grants for Community Service 
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Fairground Project Update 

Recently the 4-H Outdoor Adventure Club and the Wild 
Bunch 4-H Club together received a grant from the Missouri 
4-H Foundation and Pioneer Hi-Bred to build benches and 
wood duck nesting boxes to be placed at Lake DiSalvo and 
along the St. Francois River. The 4-H Outdoor Adventure 
Club formed a MO Stream Team several years ago when 
one of our members, Matthew Schaffer, recognized the need 
for trash clean-up around local waterways. For the past two 
years, our club has conducted two cleanups per year at Lake 
DiSalvo. This has been a wonderful community service 
opportunity for our club and community. This lake is a 
beautiful natural resource and we think it is important to take 
care of it. When we heard about the community service grant 
we quickly thought about our 'adopted' lake and came up 
with the idea of adding benches. Benches will enhance the 
area around the lake and provide members of the community 
with a comfortable place to relax. We will also build a  bench 
for the garden area at the Bismarck Senior Center to 
demonstrate to the seniors of our community that we care 
about them. The seniors created a new garden last year, 
where they grow food for the lunch program and for home-
bound seniors. They currently don't have a place to sit down 
and rest when working in the garden. We are going to create 

a comfortable bench for them. 

 

    The Wild Bunch 4-H club recognizes the need for creating 

appropriate habitat for animals and for supporting the work of 
the Department of Conservation. The Wild Bunch will build 
15 wood duck nest boxes to be placed at Lake DiSalvo and 
along the St. Francois River. The nest boxes will provide 

habitat for wood ducks which frequent the lake and river.  

This grant, funded by the Missouri 4-H Foundation and 
Pioneer Hi-Bred will provide half of the funds required for the 
project. The grant requires that clubs raise half the money 
needed for the project from other sources so our club officers 
and leaders approached area businesses and asked if they 
would consider selling us the materials at a discount. Gifford 
Lumber Company, Botkin Lumber Company, Plummer's 
Hardware and Lowes all gave us a discount on materials for 

our project.  

 

We appreciate the willingness of these businesses to support 

our clubs and the community in this way.

ñSticks and stones may break my bones, but words can never harm 
me.ò  This old adage may not be entirely true.  Words are very power-

ful and can be hurtful.   

 

Here is an activity to use at your next club or project meeting.  You 

will need bowls of water, pepper, bar or liquid soap, and sugar. 

 

Before everyone arrives have a few small bowls of water sitting 
around (be sure you have a bowl of water for every 5-7 young people; 
you want to be sure they can see this experiment).  When you are 
ready for the activity, ask groups of 5-7 to gather around each bowl.  
Ask one person at each station to sprinkle a liberal amount of pepper 
on the water.  Explain that the pepper represents the people around 
us ï family members, friends, classmates, etc.  Tell them that how we 
treat these people and speak to them is very important.  Explain that 
our words are particularly powerful tools, either for good or bad, and 

itôs important to learn kind ways to speak to our friends.   

 

Ask them to think about a time when someone has said something 
hurtful to them or a time when they have not been very kind to one of 
their friends.  Now ask one person in each group to either dip the bar 
soap in the middle of the water or drop a few drops of liquid soap into 

the middle of the bowl.  What happens?  Explain that the soap repre-
sents negative, harsh language.  When we are unkind to others, they 

donôt like being around us. 

 

Now ask one person in each group to add a teaspoon of sugar to the 
center of the water.  The comparison to the sweetness of the sugar 
and the sweetness of kind and thoughtful words is a good one.  The 
sweetness of the sugar will draw the pepper back to the center of the 

bowl, just like kind words will draw people back to you. 

 

The Pillar of Character for this month is Caring ï be kind, compas-
sionate, and show you care; express gratitude; forgive others; and 

help people in need.
