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Q:  Will the pumpkin plants,
which are coming up all over my
compost pile, actually produce
fruit?

A:  Yes, assuming the plants
attain the flowering stage and the
resulting flowers are pollinated.
Since the season is so far
advanced, there may not be
sufficient frost-free time for the
pumpkins to mature. After setting
a few fruit, clip off the growing
ends of the vines to channel
maximum energy into fruit
development.

Q: Will the leaves of my
rubber plant heal up after being
damaged by movers?

A: Damaged leaves seldom
heal; they usually just become

more unsightly. Such leaves can
be removed. After the plant has
become established in its new
location, you may want to
reshape it by pruning to
compensate for any major
defects that were created.

Q: Isthere any hope that my
large white pine will survive after
being struck by lightning in a
recent thunderstorm?

A:  Conifers are frequently
damaged by the high internal
temperatures generated in a
lightning strike. Consultation with
a professional arborist is
recommended. Otherwise, a
program of watchful waiting may
be your only recourse.
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
