Did they 

follow the rules is usually the answer. I saw a lot of people not following 

the rules this fair season.  Some leaders did not follow rules, some youth 

did not follow the rules, many people were confused about rules (I fell into 

that category) I even saw that we changed our rules to be in alignment 

with another fairs rules and they did not follow their own rules. We cannot 

make life fair, but 4-H must be fair. If the rule is 6 hours of project meet-

ings, and you as project leader had NONE, do not sign off on your childôs 

project, it is not fair.

The ribbon is a symbol of what they have learned and 

earned. As adult leaders it is our job to help them learn. It is not about the 

fair, it is about the project meetings that lead up to the fair. It is about posi-

tive adult leadership and interaction.
