2. Give complete answers and explain your answers.  Most times, the people judging 
your record book do not know you and can only judge what is written. 

 
3. A picture is worth a thousand words. (6 pictures with captions will be accepted, 

there are extra pages at the end of your book for extras) 
 

4. Do not wait until the last minute to complete your record book.  Make a work 
copy and enter data and facts as they happen and it is fresh on your mind. 

 
5. Do not hesitate to ask for help if you need it.  However, do not expect someone 

else to do the book for you.  Your parents, 4-H leaders, older 4-H members or 4-H 
staff can probably offer good advice. 

 
6. The more information you provide, the easier it is to judge your record book. 

 
7. Keep your finished record book clean.  Keep it in a folder so it doesnôt look slept 

on.  
 

8. Just do your best!  That always pays off in the long run. 
 

9. Have someone else proof read your narrative statements before you make your 
good copy. 

 
10. Get it done and turn it in on time!  Remember early is better!
