2. Exhibitors must provide 2 containers (for feed and water) per pen. Cans must be 8oz or larger (NO paper or tuna cans) and proper height
for the birds. Cans must be secured to cage by punching two holes in can and wired to cage. If proper size cans are not used, exhibitor may

not leave birds.
3. All birds will be feed and watered on site until Sunday at release time.

4. Exhibitors must bring their own wire pens for their own poultry being shown. The pen space needs to be the proper height for the birds,
they must be able to stand and have plenty of room.

5. All poultry should arrive at the Wayne County Fair ground on Saturday Sept. 24, 2011, NO LATER THAN 9:00a.m..

6. All entries will be health check before they are placed in the barn. If found to have a communicable disease, the entry will have to leave

the fair grounds immediately.
7. All entries will go by their leg band number; the number and name will be entered in an entry book. After judging, ribbons will be posted.

8. Release time is Sunday Sept. 25 at (12:00p.m.). If you are in any 4~H club and would like to auction off your animal or animals, The
animals may stay until Auction time (2:00p.m.) on Sunday.
