From the Joplin area— I-44 toward Springfield, take exit 72 for MO-266/I-44 Loop/Chestnut Expy, turn 
right at I-44 BUS E/W Chestnut Expy, turn left onto Benton Avenue, destination will be on the right (third 
building past Stone chapel.) 
 
From the Bolivar area— HWY 13 toward Springfield, turn left onto Chestnut Expy, turn left onto Benton 
Avenue, destination will be on the right (third building past Stone chapel.) 
 
From the Ozark area— HWY 65 toward Springfield, take the Chestnut Expy exit, turn left onto Chestnut 
Expy, turn right onto Benton Avenue, destination will be on the right (third building past Stone chapel.)
