ACCESSING ZO0M

You can access a Zoom meeting from a computer
desktop or laptop, a tablet, iPad or even your
phone. If you are accessing a meeting from your
mobile phone, join early so you can download the
Zoom app.

We’ll email you a meeting link with the date

and time for our Zoom session. Look for
something like this https:/muextension.zoom.
us/i/123456789 or https:/muextension.zoom.us/
my/abcdefghijkl. When it’s time for your meeting,
just CLICK ON THE LINK.

This is a space you
can type in to ask
guestions, respond to
questions, comment
on the topic, and add
helpful links for the
group.
