The late B. W. (Bill) Harrison began his 40-year extension career in 1933, and spent most of his professional life in various extension positions in southeast Missouri. He cared very much about volunteer leader training and professional improvement for University of Missouri Extension faculty and staff. Throughout his life, Mr. Harrison provided generous financial support to the Missouri 4-H Foundation. Upon his death in 2004 he bequeathed the largest gift ever received by the Missouri 4-H Foundation.
Grant Award
In honor of Mr. Harrison, the Missouri 4-H Foundation will award one (1) $1,000 per year in support of volunteer leadership development in southeast Missouri.
The 4-H faculty and staff in the southeast extension region will conduct the leadership development program that is supported by this grant.
How to apply
One 4-H faculty or staff member from the southeast extension region may request these grant funds on behalf of their region no later than May 1 of the current calendar year for an opportunity in the following fiscal year. The grant will be awarded on or before July 31.
At the conclusion of the program, a narrative report must be submitted to the Missouri 4-H Foundation with the number of volunteer leaders involved, the outcomes, and any photos, news articles or printed materials used.
