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Siebert serves as the founder of the
strategic management firm Invent
Yourself, LLC, and the creator of the
“Adopt An Innovator” business model for

community betterment. Siebert also
serves on the Executive Board for
Missouri Enterprise, the Vice-Chairman
for the Crawford County Enhanced
Enterprise Zone, and he is a Board
Member for the County Law Enforcement
Restitution Fund Board, the Missouri
Baptist Hospital Patient Care Committee,
and the Crawford County R-Il School
Board.

His work, in the industries of education,
workforce development,
entrepreneurship, and economic
development, continues to be recognized
all across the United States and around
the world. In April 2018, Dr. Siebert was
honored by the Missouri Association of
School Administrators with the
prestigious Friend of Education Award for
his work with school districts all-across
the State of Missouri.

In October 2018, Dr. Siebert was the
recipient of the National Association of
Development Organizations Innovation
Award, for his work that helps communities,
and individuals, to combat mental health,
poverty, addiction, and the opioid crisis.
